8. Work with Athletic Booster Club on all aspects of fundraising and help support the Dance satellite 

account.

3. CPR Training is a requirement. 

4. Practicing Catholic in good standing preferred or, an individual who possesses a basic 

understanding of the teaching and traditions of the Roman Catholic Church and has a sound 

working knowledge of the Catholic faith and Church hierarchy.
